SB 36 – Bill for Abortion Clinic Licensure:  
  an additional unannounced inspection annually; 
  KDHE can suspend the license for any facility found to present an imminent danger to the public; 
   only state-licensed physicians perform abortions and that they have hospital privileges within 30 miles of the abortion facility; 
  no "webcam" abortions---all abortions by pill must be administered with a physician in the room with the woman;  
  any abortion at or beyond 22 weeks gestation must be done in a hospital or ambulatory surgical center.

SB 65 strips abortion from insurance in 2 ways
· removes automatic insurance coverage of elective abortions in private health insurance. Instead, those desiring abortion coverage would have to purchase it through a separate rider;
· disallows abortions to be paid for as part of health insurance for state employees--either directly, or through"flex" spending accounts.
